BEHAVIOUR POLICY
Behaviour at St Hugh’s is based on self-discipline and mutual respect, where children are encouraged to be followers of Christ. This can only be achieved with close partnership between parents and staff. The staff at St Hugh’s provide a caring and happy atmosphere concentrating on rewarding and emphasising good behaviour. Children’s efforts are praised and their individual needs for security and stability are respected and catered for. We believe that positive comments and encouragement go a long way towards building the self-esteem and positive mental attitude of our children. We regularly celebrate the efforts and achievements of our children in class and in assemblies. We have adopted a policy of assertive discipline which sets out very clear rules and standards of acceptable behaviour.
There are 5 golden rules which are displayed around school:

1. Honour God in everything you do.

2. Behave respectfully towards everyone.

3. Work, play and move around school safely.

4. Keep yourself and your environment tidy.

5. Always do your best.

There is a system of positive rewards for individuals and whole classes who show a sense of responsibility. A system of sanctions is used when inappropriate and unacceptable behaviour is apparent. In the event of a child’s behaviour at school giving cause for concern, parents will be consulted at an early stage. The Behaviour Policy is available for perusal in school.

BULLYING (Please refer to the school’s Anti-Bullying Policy)

We define bullying as any behaviour which makes a child feel unsafe and afraid. Bullying is not always physical – it can take the form of threats, encouraging others to shun a child, persistent teasing, name calling etc. Children in school who are being bullied are told to tell their parents, their teacher and the Headteacher. Parents who feel their child is being bullied must let the class teacher and Headteacher know about it. The matter will be treated in the strictest of confidence and with the best interest of the child being the prime consideration. The means of dealing with the bullying will vary from child to child. Once a strategy has been agreed, then a two-way dialogue with parents will be maintained until we are satisfied that this has been resolved.
