HOMEWORK

Homework is seen as an important link between school and home. It is given to consolidate work already done in school, or as a form of preparation for work to be done in the following weeks. The amount of work varies according to the age of each child, but all children are expected to practise their reading at home.

Parental support is essential for any homework programme to be successful. It is important that children learn to develop good study habits, and we ask for parents’ co-operation in trying to ensure that there are no distractions and by checking to see that homework has been carried out with sufficient care and effort. We ask that parents sign their name after each piece of homework and in reading records to show that you have seen your child’s work and to reinforce the link between home and school.

Example of Homework Timetables

Reception:
Reading books and extra when required, for example letter/number formation

Yr1
Reading books and spellings to learn for class/group tests

Yr2
Reading books and spellings, simple tables and creative writing

Lower juniors
Reading books and spelling sentences, literacy, mathematics, literacy and theme related work


The estimated time for this homework is 20 minutes per evening.
Upper juniors
Homework is given every evening and includes spellings, mathematics, literacy, history, geography, theme and project work

The estimated time for this homework is 30 minutes per evening.
