New Year’s Resolutions

From time to time we all have difficulty getting ourselves organised and out in time in the mornings, especially at this time of year when it is dark, cold, snowy and very depressing. It would be really helpful if everybody could ensure that all children arrive on the playground after 8.30 a.m and are ready to come in when the bell goes at 8.55 a.m. Children should not enter the school before this time unless told to at the beginning of the school day due to weather conditions. No children should enter through the front door unless the weather is really bad. All pupils should walk around the school to their usual lining up points, even children who have been asked to come in a little early to do a specific classroom job should walk round to their usual doors.
Attendance / Absence Notification
I would just like to bring to your attention some aspects of our existing school ‘Attendance Policy’. We would be extremely grateful if you could notify the school on the first day in the case of pupil illness or unexpected absence. If no reason has been forthcoming we will attempt to contact you on the 2nd day of absence. If we are unable to reach you and absence continues with no reason for absence offered, we will contact the Education Welfare Officer.

If a pupil displays a persistent pattern of absence for whatever reason we will contact their parent/carer on the first day.

We share with you a duty to monitor the safety and well being of the pupils. The policy is available for all parents to peruse on the ‘Policies Shelf’ in the main entrance.
