This has been a particularly difficult time for all in our school community. Having talked to Luca's parents I know they appreciate the prayers, thoughts and sympathies that are being offered to them. The funeral will take place at St Hugh's Church at 11.30am on Wednesday 30th November. 

We have had number of suggestions which we are considering in respect of marking the sad loss with a memorial. We have also had a very generous donation of £2500 form a St Hugh's parent to help with any project. We will consider all options and discuss them with the family once they are available.

We have been in constant touch with Trafford and their bereavement counsellor and if any parents feel their child need some additional support, please contact either their classroom teacher or Mrs Ann Reynolds. The Giovannini's have asked for family flowers only but donations may be made to the Donor Family Network as Luca's organs were used to enhance and save the lives of four individual children.
