TEACHING AND THE CURRICULUM

The National Curriculum

The school satisfies the requirement of the National Curriculum in all respects. Considerable emphasis is placed on the core subjects which are Mathematics, Literacy, Science, ICT and Religion. The foundation subjects of history, geography, physical education, music, art, design technology, PSHCE (personal, social, health and citizenship education) help to give a broad and balanced education. The school has its own networked computer suite, which is timetabled for use by every class; in addition each class has its own computer and interactive whiteboard.

Further information concerning the curriculum is available in school, including policies and schemes of work for each subject area.

Teaching

Throughout our school considerable emphasis is placed upon the individual child – spiritually, academically, morally and socially.

A variety of teaching methods are used involving whole class, mixed ability and ability groupings, as well as meeting individual children’s needs. Most areas of the curriculum are taught as independent subjects whilst one or two of the foundation subjects are taught through a thematic approach. The education provided for the children is broad, balanced and relevant to their needs. The learning environment is stimulating and expectations of performance and behaviour are high.

A Teaching and Learning Policy is available in school.

Special Needs

All children have their own individual needs and we try to cater for these whether they are academic, physical or emotional. The school sets out to ensure that all children, including the exceptionally able, fulfil their potential. 

The school has implemented a Special Needs Policy that identifies children who may require additional support. If children are placed on the Special Needs Code of Practice, Individual Education Programmes (IEP’s) are planned through consultation with the class teacher and the Special Needs Co-ordinator. Parents are involved in this process and are informed about all aspects of the education programme, which is reviewed at regular meetings.

The school makes full use of the support of the external agencies in its provision for special needs children. The school is fortunate, at the moment, to be able to employ 2 additional members of staff who provide extra support in school for children who have language, reading, writing and maths difficulties.
