Extra Curricular Activities

The staff are committed to providing a broad range of activities for children, beyond the classroom. All staff participate in the ‘club’ system, which means that throughout the year, there is an extensive range of extra-curricular activities available to the children. These clubs may vary from year to year, however, a timetable of clubs is displayed on the Club’s Notice Board, located near the main hall.
